The Value of a Penny

If I were to ask you what is the worth of a penny you would most likely answer something like
“Not much.” Indeed, most of us realize that it costs the government more to make a penny than
the coin is worth. As for why the government still makes pennies, I don’t know and am not inter-
ested in that at the moment. My guess is that, like many things, it is out of force of habit or be-
cause there is no law to stop the making of pennies.

Some spiritual persons may say that the penny has value because it reminds us that “In God we
trust.” Yes, that is true. But to most of us the penny may only have value if it is collected with
many others to total a much larger amount. And, even though that amount may mean very little to
us, it could mean a lot when it is joined to others for a worthy cause.

When I decided to write this, I went to the internet to find projects that children or adults have
funded by using their collective pennies. It took me almost immediately to a website for “Pennies
tfor Peace”, a project that educates American children about children of other cultures and encour-
ages classes to save their pennies to promote education in countries like Pakistan and AAfghani-
stan, where a penny can buy a pencil. Its goal is to promote peace through education.

The people of Saint Andrew’s Church have the opportunity to participate in a different, yet similar
and equally worthwhile program by contributing their pennies. It is called “Pennies from Heaven”
and can also go a long way towards promoting peace in the world. Through it Saint Andrew’s sup-
ports a young girl named Betelehiem Girmay of Ethiopia. But the container for the pennies that
sits in church is often empty and the pennies come out of only a few pockets. So, this is a re-
minder that perhaps you can mark your calendar to empty your pockets or coin jar of pennies on
a regular basis and bring them to Saint Andrew’s. You may also deposit coins or bills of any de-
nomination or make out a check to The Church of St. Andrew with “Pennies from Heaven” writ-
ten on the memo line and place it or them in the container. Perhaps one or more church groups
could make an occasional collection for a service project so that it is truly a Saint Andrew’s funded
program. How about it? Do you have any spare pennies to contribute?
